Ruddy Darter is named
after a deep red dragon fly found in rivers and
wetlands local to the Andwell Brewery. The beer,
which is currently available only in draught
form, uses malted rye to create its characteristic
ruby glow and the delicious flavours and
aromas derive from a combination of English hops
to give a smooth velvety beer. For those of you with
a penchant for Andwell’s bottled beer watch this
space in 2010 to find out when you can taste your
first bottle of Ruddy...
